GENERAL INFORMATION

In 1984, Tri-State Computer Institute was founded by Burt R. Euliano. Its sole purpose was to train its stu-
dents for entry-level careers in the computer field. In keeping with its objective to prepare men and women
with the occupational skills necessary to qualify them for entry into their chosen career, Tri-State Computer
Institute eventually enhanced its program offerings to include career training in the fields of medical, legal,
accounting and marketing. To reflect this growth Tri-State Computer Institute changed its name to Tri-State
Business Institute, confirming its strategy to train individuals in a variety of business occupations. In August
2005, Tri-State Business Institute was purchased by Education Affiliates, Inc, (EA) a corporation headquartered
in Baltimore.

The Institution has continued to grow and has added career training programs in Criminal Justice,
Allied Health, Practical Nursing, Massage, Dental Assisting, Dental Hygiene, Cosmetology, Barbering,
Building Trades and Welding. These training programs vary from two-year Associate in Specialized Business
(ASB) Degrees, Associate in Specialized Technology (AST) Degrees, to one-year Diploma programs.

As a result of the growth in the corporate organization, Education Affiliates, Inc, decided to initiate a
national “brand” school name in order to unify the school properties under the EA umbrella. In July 2011,
Tri-State Business Institute changed the institution name to “Fortis Institute”. We believe the branding
recognition from Tri-State Business Institute to Fortis Institute will provide potential students with a broader
view of the academic programs at Fortis Institute, as well as the closer alignment of our programs to oth-
er Fortis locations nationally. The mission and vision of Fortis Institute have remained consistent, helped in
large part by the strong and ongoing leadership provided by Guy and Michael Euliano, who have remained
involved in the day-to-day operations of the school by serving as President and Vice-President.

Courses at Fortis Institute are designed so that a motivated person who has at least a high school educa-
tion or General Equivalency Diploma GED) can successfully complete the courses. Courses are taught at a
step-by-step, progressive level from beginning to advanced and each class has its own professional instructor.
Class sizes are limited at Fortis Institute to allow a close relationship between the student and the instructor.

Fortis Institute is located at 5757 West 26th Street, Erie, Pennsylvania, 16506. The campus has ten (10) build-
ings; The main building has 13 classrooms, student lounge, resource center, administrative and staff offices.
New buildings have recently been constructed for construction, HVAC, Electrical and Medical programs.

The Academy of Cosmetology is located on the northeast section of the main campus of Fortis Institute.
This building offers 7,000 square feet with a 24 station clinic space, adjoining classrooms, dispensary and an
excellent atmosphere for the learning and practice of cosmetology. Specially constructed carousel stations
provide attractive workspace for students. The facilities are equipped with audio/visual equipment to assist
instructor led classes. The Academy of Cosmetology utilizes the Pivot Point method of cosmetology instruc-
tion. The state of the art Barbering clinic is adjacent to the Cosmetology facility and is equipped with a 20
station clinic tastefully decorated for maximum student learning. The Massage clinic is equipped with both
chair and private rooms to allow both students and customers to experience the ambiance of massage therapy.

The Allied Health Building is located next to the main building. Housed within this building are classrooms
equipped with audio/visual equipment to enhance student learning, a computer lab, and simulated medi-
cal exam rooms for both adults and children where history and vital signs are recorded. This space offers the
students the look and feel of what they can expect when they become employed in a medical office setting.
Housed within this building is also a blood laboratory facility where students have the opportunity to experi-
ence hands on training performing blood draws, injections and diagnosis laboratory tests. There is also a stu-
dent lounge area for students to gather and eat a snack at lunch time or during classroom breaks.

The Welding Technology program is housed on the southeast section of the main campus. The Welding
program has a 67 station, state-of-the-art welding laboratory, six classrooms, faculty areas, student lounge
area, and a resource center.

The Practical Nursing Program is located in the Southwest corner of the campus. Simulated hospital rooms,
theory classrooms, computer lab and state-of-the-art learning center are located here.

The EMT/Paramedic Building is on the northeast side of the campus. It boasts two large computer labs
and classrooms for didactic instruction. There are also seven individual skills pods where students can practice
for the practical exams they will take. State of the art equipment is available to students as they earn their
certifications in Basic and Advanced Life Support and prepare for the Pennsylvania exam for the EMT portion
of the curriculum and the National Registry exam for the Paramedic portion of the curriculum.

The Dental building houses classrooms, laboratories and clinical operatory housing dental chairs equipped
with the newest dental technology and x-ray equipment. The facility is one of a kind and offers students in the
dental assisting and dental hygiene programs the ability to learn on state-of-the-art equipment.

The Commercial Driving Building is located on the far northeastern section of the main campus. This
building provides adequate classroom space for didactic learning, equipped with audio\visual equipment
to enhance student learning. A student driving range is located adjacent to the commercial driving building
enabling the opportunity for experience with hands on learning.

The dedication of the faculty provides the student with not only classroom theory and concepts, but actual
hands-on training on commercial business products in his / her field of study. Fortis Institute provides ample
free parking and the school is located on the Erie Metropolitan Transit Authority (EMTA) Bus Route for all
students’ convenience.

Fortis Institute has accessibility to various computers and data processing equipment. Over 700 personal
computers are an integral part of the training programs at the school. The institution has high-speed Internet
access available for student training programs. Classrooms are set up to enable the student to progress
from stand-alone, entry-level computer systems to state-of-the-art computer automation, and utilizing
communications between different types of hardware.
